Application Checklist
International Graduate Application & Application fee

Official Transcripts-

High School Transcripts- Photocopies of the Marks sheet attested by the Principal of the School and submitted in sealed envelopes.

Junior College Transcripts- Photocopies of the Marks sheet attested by the Principal of the College and submitted in sealed envelopes.

Undergraduate/Graduate Transcripts- the University’s Certified Statement of your academic record issued by the University Registrar.

Recommendation Letters -

2-5 letters of recommendation written in English are required from faculty members or others well acquainted with your academic work.  

The letters can be submitted on-line or Sent along with the Application Supporting Material by post. Be sure to provide the direct contact information so the graduate program can contact your recommender via phone, mail, e-mail, or fax to ask questions.

Some Universities insist that the recommenders use their Evaluation Forms only. In such cases the applicant has to download the forms from the University website and get them filled and signed by their recommenders and send them by post.
Official Scores of Standardized Tests- All most all Colleges/Universities ask for Official Score reporting of TOEFL/IELTS from non native speakers of English. The Applicant has to request ETS (TOEFL)/ British Council (IELTS) to send a copy of his/her Score report to the institute to which he/she applied. Most Institutes also require GRE/GMAT scores to consider the application, in which case the student has to report them too. Reporting can be done on-line or by fax/phone. One has to mention the codes of the Institutes and Departments to which reporting must be done. 
Statement of Purpose- The Statement of Purpose should incorporate the following:

1. Brief intellectual autobiography describing the formation of your academic interests and present concerns. 

2. The special area of interest or particular problems, theories, movements, periods, etc., upon which your study would focus. 

3. A description of tentative plans for research, either specific problems or general areas in which you hope to work. 

4. If appropriate, include in your Statement of Purpose any ways in which you as a student would contribute to the diversity of the program to which you are applying. 
 The Statement of Purpose gives the faculty and admissions committee the opportunity to see you as an individual. They are interested in your motivation to pursue the degree, the reasons for your choice of program, your intellectual skills, writing ability, understanding of what will be required to complete the program, and suitability for their particular program.  Ultimately, you and the program must work as a team and it is important that you fit well together.

Financial Documents- An original bank Statement for each University.
